 CHECK LIST - TEMPLATE

PLEASE FIND BELOW SOME CHECKS AND IDEAS FOR YOU TO CONSIDER BEFORE MIGRATING

Approx. 18 months prior…

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Decide where you want to live in Australia. The 
internet and word of mouth are good starting points
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Research house prices for both buying and renting in 
your chosen area

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Research employment opportunities, salary packages 
and costs of living in that area
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Attend migration and overseas property 
seminars/shows and use expat network groups and websites in order to gain an insight into the Australian property market
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Prepare your home for sale
Approx. 12 months prior…

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Make sure you have at least 2 years left on your 
passport
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Collect all your personal paperwork such as birth 
certificate, marriage certificate, employment references and qualification certificates
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Update you C.V in order to make it applicable for the 
Australian market place
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Start job hunting, search the internet (refer to the No 
Borders website ‘links’ tab for employment websites)

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Put your house on the market
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Get your finances in order, avoid entering into any 
long term commitments or contracts
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Consider talking to your current employer about your 
migration plans
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Talk to your children’s schools and ask them to 
prepare hand over files
Approx. 6 months prior…

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Medical check will be required at this stage along with 
police checks (No Borders can assist in obtaining your medical check)

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Get quotes from removal companies and for flights
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Ensure any pets to be shipped with you are fully 
inoculated and fit to travel
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Get quotes and book pet shipments
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Sell any unwanted furniture
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Give formal notice to your employer 
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Ask your medical centre and dentist for hand over files

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Request credit references from your current bank, 
building society or other lender
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Line up temporary accommodation incase your home 
sells too soon
Approx. 2 months prior…

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Find temporary accommodation in the city/town that 
you will be migrating to in Australia

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Open an Australian bank account (No Borders can 

assist you with this)

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Book accommodation for each destination route
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Get contact details from schools where you will 
consider registering your children
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Book pet kennels in the area that you are migrating to
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Begin your farewell parties!

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Request up-to-date statements on any savings and 
pensions
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Depending on your contract give notice to your 
landlord
Approx. 1 month prior…

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Give your new address to (for example) your friends, 
family, bank, passport office, Pension Company, insurance broker and accountants
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Bring council tax and utilities up-to-date and cancel 
accounts for internet, power and phone accounts etc
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Sell or donate any surplus items/possessions
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Arrange for your post to be redirected
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Transfer funds to your Australian bank account
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Start packing non-essential items
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Collect all hand over files from doctors, dentists and 
schools
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Confirm your booking with your removal company; 
and flights
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Ask for a copy of your no-claims bonus from your 
insurer
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Arrange car hire and confirm accommodation booking
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Sell your car, bike etc

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Buy some currency for Australia

Approx. 1 week prior…

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Cancel any milk, newspaper or TV subscriptions
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Throw one more farewell party!

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Ensure that your possessions have either left for 
Australia or are about to leave
Approx. 1 day prior…

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Make sure early transport to the airport is organized. 

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Get a good night sleep.

WHEN YOU ARRIVE

On arrival…

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Collect your hire car and check into your 
accommodation
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Contact your friends and family back home to let them 
know you arrived safety
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Make contact with No Borders to let them know you 
arrived safety and to ask any questions
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Try not to sleep during the day as this will keep your 
jetlag to a minimum
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Take a few days to get over the journey and explore 
the area
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Try to give you and your family time to settle and 

to organise yourself. Moving to another country is a big step and not everything can be done right the first time. Be patient, things will come together.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Get a tax file number (TFN), No Borders can assist 
you here
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Contact your new employer or potential employer for 
an interview time. No Borders will assist you with finding employment
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Meet with property agents and discuss your options
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Organize your children’s school, meet with the 
principle and discuss starting times
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Once you’ve found your new home arrange moving in
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Organize power, gas, phone, internet lines and 
accounts
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Once settled into your new home invite the neighbors 
around to say hello
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Register with a local doctor and organize a health 

care card, No Border can assist you with this

Approx. 1 month after arrival…

 Discuss your first month in Australia with your 
employer to resolve any issues that have risen

 Start to attend social function,
